Championship Regatta 2018
Rowing South Africa is hosting the 2018 SA National Championship Regatta.
1. Venue

Alan Francis Rowing Course, Roodeplaat Dam, Pretoria - a straight 1000m/2000m course of 8 lanes.

2. Date and Time

Saturday 28 April and Sunday 29 April 2018
3. Events

This regatta is open for all Clubs to enter crews in the events listed on the schedules attached with proposed starting times, status and distance indicated.  Racing will be run under the approved RowSA Rules of Racing and specific Local Rules, with SAROC members officiating.

Composite and Junior Crews are encouraged to enter.
Championship events are assigned by the RowSA Executive.  Any changes from the original list made after the posting of this Notice will be advised to you.

The ORDER OF EVENTS will be those shown in the list of events, and entries should be made accordingly. Heats and some Master events will be run IN THE MORNINGS with finals IN THE AFTERNOONS ON BOTH DAYS as per the order of events
4. Entries

Entries should be made on the Internet.  The site address is www.regatta.co.za. 
For those entering a regatta via the Internet for the first time, please contact Gaynor du Toit on email at row@rowsa.co.za (011 440 0965 cell 082 570 4932) to obtain a username and password. Gaynor will also help with the entry of composite crews.
Please note that full crews are required when making entries, and all rowers must be registered (with photograph) with RowSA on the www.regatta.co.za website. 

All clubs must present a file containing the ID card details (including photograph) of all club members to Control Commission prior to the regatta. These details should be extracted from the RowSA database. Any club experiencing problems should contact Gaynor du Toit (row@rowsa.co.za or 011 440 0965) before the regatta. This procedure replaces the necessity for individual rowers to carry their own ID cards.
Entries close at 17:30  MONDAY 16 April 2018
The draft draw will take place on Tuesday morning 17 April 2018 and will be published  by 18 April 2018 on the website.
Late entries will be accepted up to 20 April 2016 but solely at the discretion of the Organizing Committee. The Final Draw will be published 23 April 2018. 

Entries made on the internet are regarded as you automatically accepting the Entry/Indemnity Conditions.

Late entries will NOT be accepted on Regatta days.  

Any event (other than championship events) attracting less than two entries will be cancelled.  If any event is cancelled, entry fees will be refunded.

Heats will commence on both days at 08:00 with Finals in the afternoon on both days. If entries exceed expectations, it may be necessary to hold some heats earlier on the mornings, or on Friday 27 April.  This decision will be taken in the interest of all competitors and will depend on entries received.

5. Entry Fees

Entry Fee for all Senior, Women and Masters entrants is R35.00  per event per competitor (excluding coxswains). Junior crews will be charged an entry fee of R20 per event per competitor.  International crews will be guests of Rowing South Africa.

A charge of R35 per seat will be levied on late entries received after 16 April 2018.
Spectators will be charged R30 per day at the gate to the rowing course with a concessionary ticket of R50 for both days.

All rowers, supporters, family, etc. passing through the Roodeplaat Dam Reserve entrance must be in possession of a current ENTRY Ticket, or else, each vehicle will be asked to pay by the Dept. of Works each and every time you want to go in.  We have arranged that people will be able to buy daily tickets on their first entry, dated for subsequent days, but unfortunately no discount

In the Mens A 1x and 2- and the Womens A 1x and 2x, lightweight and open races are offered.  LW races will be combined with HW races. The FISA weight restrictions will be enforced, and anyone not complying with the FISA weight restrictions will be excluded from the race. 
Masters :  No prizes will awarded to competitors where there are less than 2 entries per event. All masters age categories will be extracted from the regatta entry system. Please make sure that the date of birth is correct on the entry system.


Competing clubs must have registered a full description of their Tri-suit/T-shirt and blade colours with RowSA.

No trailers must be parked on the roads.

11. A Prize-Giving Ceremony will be held on the clubhouse deck after the completion of the last race on Sunday.

The Dan Donegan Trophy for "B" crews will be awarded to the club winning the most "B" events at the Buffalo, KZN Champs, Western Cape Champs, Eastern Cape Champs, Gauteng Champs and this regatta.
