1. Venue:
Wemmerpan, Pioneers Park,Larochelle

2. Date:
Saturday 08th September 2018.

3. Time:
Racing will commence at around 08h00 depending on entries that are received.

4. Events / Participants:
The regatta will be run in terms of the relevant rules and laws as published in the ROWSA rulebook. Masters categories are as defined by the rules of racing, please enter accordingly. For clarity, please note that age will be for 2019 i.e. to calculate the age of a rower; simply subtract your year of birth from 2019. The nature and number of events will depend on the entries that are received.

5. Entry Fees:
Clubs are to be charged R50 per seat (excluding coxes). 
Schools and Juniors are charged at R 30 per seat (excluding coxes).
Clubs and schools will be invoiced on the final draw and invoices will be handed to each club on the day of racing.

6. Course:
The course 700m sprint course will consist of eight buoyed straight lanes. There is no current. The start will be from floating starts.



7. Trailers:
To prevent any traffic jams on the day it would be appreciated if trailers could be parked in the front trailer parking inside the yard next to the main entrance. We will have an official on Friday afternoon and Saturday morning to direct the towers where to park their trailers in case of space not being enough. Cars are to be parked in the parking lot at the back near the canoe club.  No parking will be allowed on the road in front of the clubhouses. All cars will be parked inside at a fee of R20.00 to cover security for the day.

9. Order of Events & Time Gaps:
The program of racing will be as set out below and the draw will be sent to club captains beforehand to alleviate any problems that may arise. The organisers reserve the right to alter the program if necessary. Races will be raced to accommodate boat and people clashes wherever possible.

10. On the Day
07:40 Welcoming of all athletes and a briefing of the Rules and race program. This serves as a safety meeting and is compulsory to all those entered into the regatta.

07:40 Water opened for the athletes to warm up once the marshals have launched.
08:00 First Race of the day to commence and races every +-6min from there on. (Program decided upon receiving entries)
11:00 – 12:00 Breakfast Vetkoek, Tea, Coffee and Cookies ready to be served to spectators, supports and athletes.

Winners of all races will receive a Special Soweto Prize that will be a memento of the Soweto Small Boats Sprint Regatta and the return of rowing in Soweto Community 
Those selected as the Sprint Heroes will receive a special prize for their achievement. 

13. Traffic Rules
Circulation will be anti-clockwise from the launching area if front of the Clubhouses and close to the bank.  Warmup will be permitted outside the course, in the direction of racing only, to re-join the perimeter circulation with the care of joining by the joining crew. Traffic rules will be published in the program distributed on the day. These will also be explained at the welcoming of the regatta to ensure clarity. All rules are posted on signs at the water and official ROWSA rules must be followed whilst on the water at all times.
